Some 2016 model year Tacoma vehicles equipped with the 2GR engine and the AC60 6-speed
automatic transmission may exhibit one or more of the following shift feeling concerns:
e Delayed engagement Park to Drive or Reverse to Drive.
e Harsh 1st - 2nd upshift.
e Delayed upshift when using cruise control.
« Busy shift like hunting gear behavior when driving on highway speed/slight grade.

The Engine Control Module (ECM, SAE term: Powertrain Control Module/PCM) calibration has
been revised to address this condition.

3. Flash reprogram the ECM (PCM).

NOTE

¢ The GR8 Battery Diagnostic Station MUST be used in Power Supply Mode to maintain
battery volitage at 13.5 voits while flash reprogramming the vehicle.

« For detail on how to use the GR8 Battery Diagnostic Station, refer to the GRS Instruction
Manual located on the Technical Information System (TIS), Diagnostics — Tools &
Equipment — Battery Diagnostics.

Follow the procedures outlined in the Service Bulletin T-SB-0134-16, “Techstream ECU Flash
Reprogramming Procedure”, and flash the ECM (PCM) with the NEW calibration file update.

5. Start the engine and warm it up to normal operating temperature and test drive to confirm
proper vehicle operation.
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
